In
other words, all that we need to sustain physical life so we may
obtain what we really need, that is eternal life. We abandon our
selves to Divine Providence, for God knows what we really need
even before we ask Him.

Faith and fraternalism are virtues cultivated in the Knights of
Columbus. We have faith that God will indeed provide. We have
faith enough to know that God provides through the community of
faith. In this present time of economic insecurity, war, and all kinds
of fearful challenges, we can grow spiritually and fraternally. We ask
God simply for what we need, and we ask each other for wise and
prudent counsel and fraternal help as we move forward into a future
that God has revealed in our Lord, Jesus Christ.
